MILCOM 2005 Features a Panel on the New Internet, IPv6

All-Star Panel Discusses the Impact of the Military’s Transition to the New Internet on U.S. and Coalition Governments
SANTA MONICA, CA -- (MARKET WIRE) -- 10/18/2005 -- IPv6 Summit, Inc., a subsidiary of Innofone.com, Inc. (OTC BB: INFN), announced today that its CEO, Alex Lightman, will host a panel of world experts at MILCOM 2005 on Wednesday, October 19, in Atlantic City, New Jersey, on the New Internet (also known as Internet Protocol Version 6, or "IPv6"), on how the decision by the U.S. Department of Defense (DoD) to adopt IPv6 is affecting both the U.S. and Coalition governments. These pioneers and leaders of the New Internet initiative within the DoD have a deep understanding of the issues and challenges involved in transitioning this large enterprise organization to IPv6. Based partly on the initiative by the DoD, the Executive Office of the President recently decided to transition the Federal Government to IPv6 by 2008. Allied governments such as Japan, South Korea and Germany are in advanced stages of transitioning to the New Internet. 

MILCOM 2005, held at the Atlantic City Convention Center from October 17 - 20, is a major global conference on Military Communications, a market that is worth over $30 billion in the U.S. alone. This year's theme is "Innovation...Fueling the Transformation." The technical sessions and exhibits will address the 21st Century challenges of National Defense and Homeland Security. The New Internet Panel takes place on October 19, from 3:15 - 5:15 p.m., and is entitled, "TP4 -- Impact of the DoD IPv6 Transition on Coalition and Federal Communications."
